National One Day Strike Action 30 November 2011

You will be aware from the media that a number of professional associations and trade unions have voted to take industrial action on Wednesday 30 November 2011, linked to government proposals on public sector pensions.

The information we have received to date is that the school buses and trams will run as normal.

School will be open as normal from 1 December 2011.
